A letter, signed by DIG Priyantha Jayakody on behalf of Inspector General of Police Jayasundara, warned that the
group which had carried out the Easter blasts was planning an attack on mosques on Friday, the Times Online
reported.

The letter dated April 24, 2018 said a certain category of mosques identified as 'Awliya Mosques' could be possible
target for these attacks.

"Security has been tightened in the vicinity of all mosques owing to these possible attacks. Therefore, the public
need not worry," Jayakodi said.

The letter was addressed to the Presidential Security Division, the Special Security Division, and the Prime Minis-
ter's Security Division urging that the matter be brought to the immediate attention of the relevant authorities.

Chairman of the Dewatagaha Mosque in Colombo said that the State Intelligence Service has informed him of a
possible threat by the group, which was involved in the Sunday's carnage.

He said that intelligence officers have also informed him that other mosques too would be warned of a possible
attack in order for devotees to remain vigilant of possible threats.

Minister of Muslim Religious Affairs Abdul Haleem has requested the community members to avoid gathering for
congregational prayers this Friday.

The Archdiocese of Colombo Thursday suspended all Catholic church services because of security concerns.

A prominent spice trader and father of two suicide bombers, Mohamed Yusuf Ibrahim, was taken into custody on
suspicion of aiding and abetting suspects, police spokesman Ruwan Gunasekera said.

Sri Lanka has also suspended its plans to grant visas on arrival to citizens of 39 countries.

"We have now decided to hold it for the time being in consideration of the current security situation," Tourism
Minister John Amaratunga said.

GUWAHATI, APR 25: Assam minis-
ter Himanta Biswa Sarma feels there
should not be any "activism" on what
politicians speak during election time
or a "censor board" to keep a tab on
their speeches and it should left for
the voters to judge.

His remark comes amid the Elec-
tion Commission recently banning
political leaders like Yogi Adityanath,
Mayawati, Maneka Gandhi, Navjot
Singh Sidhu, Azam Khan from cam-
paigning for a period of time for their
controversial statements.

The BJP leader was of the opinion
that leaders should be allowed to
speak out their minds as this will help
voters know them better.

Too much control over speeches
will result in Indian election losing its
"charm", he argues.

"People (politicians) should be al-
lowed to speak so that the public can
judge them. If you start dictating that
this man should speak this, then
before every speech he has to con-
sult an advocate whether he should
speak this particular line or whether

this will attract penal provision," Sar-
ma told PTl in an interview.

Claiming that he has not uttered a
single provocative statement in this
elections, the former Congress lead-
er says the best thing in a democra-
cy is to allow one speak out his or
her mind. "I should openly speak to
the people. | should not have two
faces. Suppose, | am a person with
an extreme view on a particular is-
sue. | should be allowed to speak so
that voters can judge.

"My whole submission is that will
there be a censor board to see what
a public leader is speaking at a pub-
lic podium? If this happens, then
everybody will start acting. Then peo-
ple will not know who he (the leader)
is actually," says the convenor of the
North East Democratic Alliance
(NEDA), the regional platform of the
NDA.

When asked if he supports the
Election Commission's steps to ban
different leaders due to their contro-
versial speeches, he says, "l think
there should not be activism... What

a political leader has spoken or not
spoken, should be a matter of public
debate. It should be left to the voters
to punish a person who use foul lan-
guage or the language which may
not be appropriate.

"So within a broad parameter, peo-
ple should be allowed to espouse
their view on issues such as nation-
alism even if your views are extreme
rightist or leftist... Then during the
process of debate, let people judge
who is the best person... Otherwise,
Indian election will lose all its charm."

When pointed out to the objection-
able remarks by Samajwadi Party's
Azam Khan on BJP candidate Jaya
Prada, Sarma says character assas-
sination or personal attack and foul
language about a woman or the
country should not be allowed.

Citing the terminology 'We the Peo-
ple of India' from the Preamble of the
Constitution, he says nowadays a
"super citizen" category has evolved
and it believes that people may not
punish a leader, hence it should pun-
ish.
